The members of the
Indian Harbor Volunteer
Fire Department recently
attended training at Tarrant
County College. Their
facility for fire training is a
seventeen million dollar
investment and is second
only to the one at Texas A &
M. This year the Indian
Harbor Firefighters received
training in the following:
1.Smoke Symposium -

Contents of Smoke
2.Swift Water Rescue
3.Hazardous Material

Spills and Railroad Acci-

dents
4 Live Fire Interior Train-

ing
5.Pump Operations and

Emergency Driving.

This annual training is
funded by grants and
complies with state and
federal requirements. The
Indian Harbor VFD
maintains a high level of
professional ability to
respond to any emergency.

We had another month in
a sweltering drought
condition. It seems the fire
service may over react to
any fire, but our aggressive
approach has prevented
several small fires from
getting out of control. As
the drought continues, the
Hood County Fire Service
treats grass fires with the
same intensity of a structure
fire. (Three stations are
turned out to the incident.)
It is much safer to turn away
excess resources than call
for more as the fire spreads.
Our reaction is to attack and
extinguish immediately
before it gets out of control.

Protect your health in this
hot weather. Although
hydration is extremely
important, it will not alone
reduce the core temperature
of the body. You need to
stay hydrated and seek a
cool place to rest
periodically. Heat stroke
can cause permanent body
damage and even death.

Let us all be aware of this
current dangerous weather
condition and watch out for
each other’s health and
property.
