and when an animal was trapped
they would come out and
remove the animal from the
property.  After much discussion
the Board decided not to get
involved but to allow the
individual Property Owner to
trap stray animals at their
discretion.  The Harbor does
have two live traps that we rent
for a small refundable deposit.

Pat gave a special thanks to
Pat Angeley on a good job on
putting out her first Smoke Signal
with the April edition.  Many
comments were given on the
clean look and how easy it was
to read.

There being no further
business to come before the
meeting John Davidson made a
motion to adjourn, second by
Richard Root.  Motion passed
unanimously.
